KENNER INSIGNIA BADGE

The device symbolizes some of the highlights of the career of General Albert W. Kenner, the hospital’s namesake.  General Kenner received degrees in philosophy and medicine from 

George Washington University (represented by the three stars and three bars adapted from the arms of George Washington).  The red bar in the center refers to the “Big Red One” of the 1st Division for which the General served as medical officer in France (symbolized by the blue fleur-de-lis at top) during World War I, participating in every engagement of the division and receiving wounds and a decoration for gallantry.  The interlaced star in the center refers to the flag of Morocco where General Kenner served as Chief Surgeon for the task force landing at Casablanca in 1942.  Later on as chief medical officer for the allies during the invasion of Europe (symbolized by the gold trident), General Kenner was responsible for coordinating the medical services of air, sea, and ground forces.  The color white and maroon are traditionally associated with the Army Medical Department.
