You can follow the links for each specific exam.  There are also links to the information sheets for part I instructions, part II instructions, part I process and hearing data sheet. You can fill out the DD 2808, DD 2807-1 on your computer and then print for your appointment.  You can print and then fill out examination control card and hearing data sheet. There’s an example with guidance for the DD 2808 and DD 2807-1
Each folder contains the DD form 2808 Report of Physical Exam, DD form 2807-1 Report of Medical History, and the Examination control card.

Some important information regarding the part I exam

The scheduled appointment time is 0630.  Patients will gather in the Medical Records waiting area.  The briefing begins at 0645. When reporting for the Part I report in PT gear.  Insure you have fasted for 10 – 12 hours. Fasting means no food or drink, except water.  That includes gum, coffee, candy, sports drinks etc,.  Contacts should be removed 24 hours prior to part I of the physical exam and bring your glasses.  While you are having your hearing test done please have all cell phones, beepers, pdas, turned off. Any noise in the booth can interfere with other test takers.
